Volunteer Position Description: On-Call Individual

Purpose: To provide assistance to eligible seniors and disabled persons in the Upper Park Heights and Baltimore Jewish community with home repairs, as needed and as volunteers’ schedule allows. Volunteers with some prior experience with a specific home repair job will be provided additional training in that area and will then be on a list of volunteers that will be called upon when a need for that skill arises.

Responsibilities:

· Perform skill-specific job (i.e. small plumbing jobs, painting, caulking, window/screen repair or replacement), as needed and as available.
· Pick up, keep safe, clean and return all tools and materials provided by CHAI.
· Submit report to Volunteer Coordinator once the assignment is completed.
Qualifications:

· Interest in helping seniors remain in their homes safely and independently.

· Respect for confidentiality.

· Patience and understanding.
· Responsibility and reliability.
· Commitment to helping out when available.

· Access to transportation, if needed.
· Skill/experience in one or more of these areas (additional training provided):

· Exterior/Interior Painting

· Small Plumbing Jobs (fixing leaky faucet, running toilet, etc.)

· General Caulking

· Silicone Caulking

· Window Screen Repair/Replacement

Minimum Age Requirement: 18

Time Commitment: At the discretion of volunteers and very flexible. Volunteers will be on a skill-based list and will be called upon when a need arises. Volunteers may choose whether or not to accept the opportunity, based on availability.
Orientation/Training:

· All prospective volunteers must submit an application, provide CHAI with two personal/professional references and participate in an interview.

· One and a half hour general orientation and skill specific training provided by CHAI staff and volunteers.
· Optional opportunity to gain further skill training during additional workshops.
